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By participating in co-operative education, students develop their skills, interests and professional connections while still in high school creating a personal career plan based on realistic, practical information.
Students learn about themselves, the expectations of the world of work and the realities of an occupation while developing the work habits, attitudes and job skills necessary for a successful transition from secondary school to post-secondary education, apprenticeship or the workplace.
