Co-operative education involves partnerships between education and business, industry, the trades and professional organizations with the purpose of extending learning opportunities beyond the traditional classroom.
As one of several experiential learning programs available to students, co-operative education offers students an opportunity to earn high school credits through a course that integrates classroom theory with learning experiences in a workplace. Students apply and further develop skills related to a high school course in an occupation of choice.
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
